Putting Together the Solution

A policy is the settled method by which the government and affairs of a nation are, or may be, administered; a system of public or official administration, as designed to promote the external or internal prosperity of a state, or in this case your local government.

Articulate your policy change or the new policy by including how the policy change aligns with the goal. Explain the strengths and impact of this policy change. State why the policy change or the new policy would be better.  When providing supporting information use charts, graphs and pictures to provide good descriptions of the facts that you are trying to display.

If there is an existing policy that is related to your issue, state it.  Explain why this policy is not working to support your goal.
Your statement will need to include the following:

· A description of the need or problem you are trying to solve with evidence that describes the need.

· A goal with supporting objectives for reaching the goal.

· Strategies that support the objectives.

· A way to evaluate whether the goal has been reached. 
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
