The Computer Slide Presentation
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Your computer slide presentation will be a summary of your solution and action plan.  It will include brief text and graphics that highlights the main points of you solution and action plan. You will work from the outline of both of these to develop the slide presentation.  

A slide presentation should follow the following rules:

· Have not more than six lines per page.

· All characters should be at least 36 point.

· All graphics should support or improve the communication of the text.

· Use a dark background like navy blue with a light text such as light yellow or beige.

· Animations should help the viewer follow the message.

Put the slide presentation together by doing the following:

Use the outline of the solution and action plan to develop a storyboard of the slide presentation.  After developing the storyboard share it with your class, seeking their input.

Gather all of the data and graphics needed for the slide presentation. 

Complete the presentation and test it with the team, making sure that it works.

When presenting with the computer slide presentation try not to read the text, but use it as a tool to highlight the key points of the solution and summary.
